Computing


Imbedded across the curriculum to support learning. Internet safety. Use of internet to find information. Program Beebots to follow instructions. 








English: Independent, guided reading and comprehension. Spellings given out weekly; linked to phonics lessons. Punctuation, grammar and handwriting sessions. Extended writing, linked to the topic. Using discussion and modelling, followed by rough drafts and editing, focussing on sentence structure, punctuation and descriptive writing.
