	Overarching purpose of this topic is to…
The listed aspects were recognised as key development areas following a curriculum review in February 2016.
	Develop a greater historical understanding and knowledge of what civilisations are and how they develop over time.  We will use Time Travel as Dr Who to go back to Ancient Egypt, investigating what life was like there and contrasting it to life today.  We will also use space travel to deepen our understanding and knowledge of light and learn how important it is to every aspect of life, from filling darkness to promoting growth of plants.  Throughout all topics children will be encouraged and supported to shape their learning and to develop curiosity and enquiry.


	Develop the children’s knowledge and understanding of the science of water, the water cycle and its event on the environment, both globally and locally.  We will consider how settlements develop close to water supplies and how this can form the local industries.

We carry out an in depth study of the local area, using mapping skills to allow us to locate places on OS maps.  The children will be encouraged to engage with the topic by making it as relevant and close to home as possible.

An awareness of the needs of others will be promoted by a charity fund raising event.
